My wife is always
complaining about the number of objects around the house - she says I should open an
antiques shop - but I love all these old things. Anyway, in the end, | gave some things
from my collection to museums, because | didn't want to sell them.

As diving is a dangerous hobby, it's not a good idea to try to teach yourself. I'd advise
anyone interested to do what | did. There are some excellent diving clubs like the one |
joined, which run courses for beginners. It is best to do one of these before you go on a
diving holiday ...
